We are very excited to have our whole school
back together again next Tuesday.

The

students, teachers and parents have all To

worked in trying circumstances to provide a ack cchoo

quality learning experience for all students at

this time. While we are all back at school we need to remember that there are

additional guidelines put in place by the government and the Department of Education

to ensure that all members of the school community stay safe. These include:

e Restrictions on access to the school site for anyone other than immediate school
staff and students — Volunteers and visitors will not be allowed on site until we
are informed otherwise. Parents are also asked to only come on-site if they have
a genuine reason to do so —otherwise we kindly ask that you say goodbye to your
child/children at one of the school gates. There will be staff at the gates to assist
in supporting this.

e Avoid or minimise time around the school gates — parents are asked to avoid
congregating at school gates during drop off and pick up and are also asked to
practice social distancing during these times.

e Drink fountains - Students are asked to bring their own water bottle for use at

school as students should not drink directly from drinking fountains. Taps may be
used to refill water bottles.

e Increased cleaning and hand sanitising — Our school will undertake increased
cleaning of high touch points (door handles, desks etc.) until we are informed
otherwise. Students will also be asked to either wash their hands or use hand
sanitiser periodically throughout the day.

e Once classes have returned, all students will be expected to attend school as
normal. This means if you choose to keep your child/children home after their
class has returned to on-site schooling, we can no longer support their remote
learning.

e Ifyourchildisill or feeling unwell, they must not attend school. They must remain
home and seek medical advice.

This same approach is being taken by all government schools in Victoria.

If any student is feeling anxious about their return to school please get in touch with
me and we will help support their transition

For all 3-6 students who borrowed a school device during remote learning, we ask that
you please return the device next week so that they can be utilised for students in the
school. Please ensure that the device also has its charger with it. We
hope that the devices have helped assist with remote learning.
